Preference will be 

given to college students, in good standing and at least a sophomore, who demonstrate an 

interest in resource conservation law enforcement.

Eligibility Requirements 

• Must be a currently registered full-time student (12 credits minimum) 

• Must be a sophomore, junior, senior, or graduate student. 

• Must have a declared major in a natural resource related field. 

• Preference will be given to first time applicants. 

• Applicants must have a minimum 2.5 accumulated grade point average. 

• Applicants who are already receiving a full ride athletic or academic scholarship 

will not be considered. 

• Applicants should attach a headshot photo as well as a one-page essay outlining 

their academic goals and objectives.
